Submission of a paper implies the willingness of at least one of the authors to register and to present the paper, if it is accepted. Full manuscripts will be reviewed by at least two members of the International Programme Committee (IPC) of the track. Accepted contributions to the track will be included in the conference proceedings. Moreover, the authors of the best papers will be invited to submit an elaborated manuscript for possible inclusion in a special issue of an international journal.
